Goa, Wednesday 21st November 2012: The 6th annual Film Bazaar organized by National Film Development Corporation Ltd. (NFDC) started on a positive note in Goa at the hands of Hon’ble Minister of State for Information & Broadcasting, Mr. Manish Tewari, Mr. Manohar Parrikar, Chief Minister of Goa, Mr. Ramesh Sippy, Chairman & Ms. Nina Lath Gupta, Managing Director National Film Development Corporation (NFDC).
The 4 day film market kickstarts today and will be held until the 24th of November 2012 at the Marriott Resort, Goa. Film Bazaar is an annual film market for film industry professionals designed to address the current needs of filmmakers. Film Bazaar aims at creating opportunities for networking and business for producers, filmmakers and distributors from across the world. Film Bazaar also promotes co-productions by facilitating collaboration among potential domestic and international partners. 

 The Film Bazaar, NFDC’s promotional platform was created in 2007 with the purpose of giving this mission a boost, especially in terms of distribution of Indian films globally. From tentative start in 2007 with 204 delegates from 18 countries, Film Bazaar in 2011 saw 635 delegates from 40 countries. The market has now expanded to include Cinemas of South Asia and endorses independent and art-house cinemas from across the region.

From the Co-production market (120 entries vis-à-vis around 60 entries last year), to the Work-in-Progress Lab (5 filmmakers sharpen their rough cut) to the Screenwriters’ Lab (International mentors work on 5 Indian screenplays) to Industry Screenings and the Viewing Room, Film Bazaar celebrates the Cinemas of India.
Established with a view to encourage and foster the good cinema movement. Film Bazaar began by NFDC in the year 2007 and took over the market from the CII and reformatted the same as a co-production and distribution platform for Indian cinema. This initiative was taken keeping in view NFDC’s mandate of enabling exports and distribution of Indian films globally. Last year Film Bazaar 2011 saw participation of 635 delegates from 40 countries. 
This year Film Bazaar 2012 will have various workshops and seminars being conducted over the 4 days of the event. Day 1 of the event will have Knowledge Series:‘Fostering Global Partnerships’ will see Case Studies being shared by Ashim Ahluwalia on “Miss Lovely”, Guneet Monga (of AKFPL) on “Dabba” and Vijay Singh, CEO, Fox Star India on “Raaz 3”. ‘Global Film Financing’ will have speakers Sunil Bohra, Bohra Bros, Shailesh R. Singh, Producer of Bas Ek Pal and Tanu Weds Manu, Roberto Olla, Executive Director, Eurimages, Kirsten Niehuus, Director, Medienboard Berlin-Brandenburg.
Other Highlights of the Film Bazaar include sessions like ‘Prime Exchange Co-production Workshop: An Overview And Presentation of Projects’ by Frank Stehling, CEO, Prime House, ‘New Zealand - Small Country : Big Opportunities’ will be presented by Marten Rabarts, Head of Training & Development, NFDC and Graeme Mason, CEO New Zealand Film Commission. ‘Hollywood’s Indian Adventures’ will be presented by Uday Singh, CEO, MPAA, India. ’BHAAG MILKHA BHAAG – Celebrating Real Life Heroes’ will be presented by Rakeysh Om Prakash Mehra and Nasreen Munni Kabir.
Nidhi Maheshwari, Director, Tax & Regulatory Services, KPMG as speakers. ‘Contemporary Stories of Small Towns in India’ will see Shubra Gupta in conversation with Anusha Rizvi, Vishal Bhardwaj and Gurvinder Singh. ‘The Idea of Development’ will see Urmi Juvekar in conversation with Shimit Amin, Vikas Bahl, Dibakar Banerjee and Anubhav Sinha. ‘Cannes Film Festival’ will be presented by Christian Juene, Director of Film Department, Cannes Film Festival.
