NFDC Film Bazaar 2012 - Facilitates 5 independent projects to get their Acquisition, Funding & Distribution Partners 

· "Arunoday" (Sunrise) – A Sydney-based, Indo-French helmer Partho Sen Gupta's psychological thriller had France's Dolce Vita Films, Independent Movies, Infinitum Productions & NFDC coming together for Complete financing of the Film.  

· “Masala” a Marathi film directed by Sandesh Kulkarni & produced by Arbhaat Films was acquired by Tulsea International - A Los Angeles and Mumbai based International sales agent for International Distribution.

·  “An Indian Kiss” – A documentary by Nandana Sen and Franco La Cecla had Guneet Monga’s Sikhya Entertainment & Italy's Dugong Productions sign a joint deal to co-produce the same. 

· Insomnia World Sales – A French Distribution, Financing & Co Production Conglomerate acquired “Crossing Bridges” for International Distribution 
· Biscuit Dour (Biscuit Race) by Mostofa Sarwar Farooki was selected by Dubai International Film Festival for the Dubai Film Market section. 

· Chavunilum – A Voice From Elsewhere’ directed by Vipin Vijay won the Incredible Development award with a  cash prize of Rs 10,00,000 /- for being selected as the best project in Co production Market 

28th November 2012,Mumbai : NFDC Film Bazaar 2012 a prominent evolving trade market for film industry professionals witnessed 5 important acquisition & distribution deals executed in its 6th edition. 750 Delegates from over 32 countries comprising of co producers, distributors, bankers, funds, International sales agents were a pivotal part of the bazaar. NFDC has selected more than 26 International & Indian feature film projects this year from India, Sri Lanka, Bangladesh, Pakistan, Afghanistan, UK, USA, Australia, Germany, Nether lands & New Zealand. 

Some of the important deals executed in Film Bazaar 2012 have been: 

Sydney-based Indo-French Helmer Partho Sen-Gupta's psychological thriller "Arunoday" (Sunrise), starring Adil Hussain ("Life of Pi") and Tannishtha Chatterjee ("Brick Lane"), had France's Dolce Vita Films, India's Independent Movies, Infinitum Productions  and NFDC coming on board to step up the production of the film by providing complete financing for the project. The film was a part of the Co production market at the Bazaar. 

Tulsea International - A Los Angeles and Mumbai based sales agent and Talent Management Company has picked up International rights of Marathi film Masala – directed by Sandesh Kulkarni and produced by Arbhaat Films. The film was showcased at the Industry Screenings section in Film Bazaar. 

Guneet Monga’s India's Sikhya Entertainment and Italy's Dugong Production signed a deal to co-produce the documentary "An Indian Kiss." – A concept by Indian actress Nandana Sen and anthropologist Franco La Cecia. Dwelling on the subject of why there are no French kisses in Indian cinema, this documentary was showcased at the Prime Exchange section at Film Bazaar 2012.

Insomnia World Sales – A French Distribution, Financing & Co Production Conglomerate acquired “Crossing Bridges” for International Distribution. The film was a part of the Viewing Room & Work In Progress section at the Film Bazaar.

Dubai International Film Festival has selected Biscuit Dour (Biscuit Race) – A film by Mostofa Sarwar Farooki for the Dubai Film Market which will be held alongside the Dubai Film Festival. Biscuit Dour has been presented at the Co production segment at Film Bazaar 2012.   
Cinemart Rotterdam selected four promising producers Aditi Anand of Little Red Car, Vivek Gomber of Zoo Films, Anusha Rizwi of Third World Films, Nilesh Navlakha of Navlakha Arts and Holy Basil Combine from all sections of Film Bazaar to attend the Producers’ Lab held alongside the Rotterdam International Film Festival.
Film Bazaar also promoted co-productions by facilitating collaborations among potential domestic and international partners for various projects 
Nina Lath Gupta.Managing Director, NFDC said “We are extremely happy with the response we got from the recent edition of Film Bazaar. Initiated as a modest effort in 2007 with 204 delegates from 18 countries, the 2011 edition witnessed 635 delegates from 40 countries participating in it.
